CLIENT UPDATE: UNEXPECTED BLESSINGS

Joseph's journey with Humanitri's Transformational Housing Program began in June 2022, when his family
entered the program. As the oldest of five children, he took on a fatherly role for his younger siblings,
providing stability and guidance in a time of uncertainty. During a home visit, Joseph expressed a desire to
take part in the HOPE curriculum alongside his mom, he was eager to learn financial skills like saving,
budgeting, and building credit—tools he knew would help him secure a better future.

Despite the challenges within his family, Joseph stayed
focused on his goals. He earned his GED, found stable
employment, and eventually transitioned to permanent
housing. His story is a testament to resilience and
readiness for change, illustrating how determination can
pave the way to stability.
